A By-law to Authorize the Assumption of a Highway

Whereas that The Corporation of the City of Kenora wishes to establish certain lands within the
City of Kenora as a public highway; and

Whereas Subsection 31 of The Municipal Act, R.S.0., 2001, provides that a Council of a local
municipality may, by by-law, establish a highway; and

Whereas after January 1, 2003, land may only become a highway by virtue of a by-law passed
under The Municipal Act, R.S.0., 2001 subsection (2); and

Whereas The Corporation of the City of Kenora has ownership of the property described as
Part 2, Part of Block H, Registered Plan 158, City of Kenora, Ontario and is identified in
Schedule “A”, and has need of this land for Municipal purposes and more particularly for a
highway;

Now Therefore be it Resolved That the Council of the City of Kenora hereby enacts as follows:

1. That The Corporation of the City of Kenora shall use the following lands described as
Part 2, City of Kenora, as a highway for public/municipal purposes.

2. That the highway is hereby named Eighth Street North.
3. That this By-law shall come into force and be in effect from and after the final passing
fhereot By-law read a first and second time this 17 day of September, 2024
By-law read a third and final time this 17 day of September, 2024
